Organization (WTQ), in accordance with an agreement reached
under the Uruguay Round of trade negotiations (see below). The
WTO's principal organs were to be a general council of members,

a meeting of members at ministerial Jevel (10 be convened every

SESSIONS

The sessions of contracting parties are usually held annually, in
Geneva. The session is the highest body of GATT. Decisions are
generally arrived at by consensus, not by vote. On the rare
occasjons that voting takes place, each contracting party (member
country) has one vote. Most. decisions by vote are taken by simple
majority; but a two-thirds majority, with the majority comprising
more than half the member countries, is needed for 'waivers-
authorizations, in particular cases, to depart from specific obli-
gations under the General Agreemeni. Outside the sessions, votes
may be taken by posial ballot.

COUNCIL OF REPRESENTATIVES

COMMITTEES AND WORKING PARTIES

- Sianding committees or councils exist to direct GATT work on

trade and devclopment issues; to carry on trade negotiations
among developing countries; 1o examine the situation of countries
using trade restrictions to protect their balance of payments; to
supervise implementation of the various Tokvo Round agreements;
Lo supervise the Arrangement Regarding International Trade in
Textuiles (Multi-fibre Arrangement); and to deal with budget, finan-
cial and administrative questions. The Trade Negotiations Com-
mittee (TNC) was responsible for supervising the Uruguay Round
(see below).

Working parties (ad hoc commitiees) are set up to deal with
current questions, such as requests for accession to GATT; verifi-
cation that agreements concluded by member countries are in
conformity with GATT; or studies of issues on which the member
countries will later wish to take a joint decision. Panels of indepen-
dent experts are often set up to investigate disputes and report.
their conclusions to the Council.

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The Agreement

GATT is based on a few fundamencal principles. First, as directed
in the ‘most-favoured-nation’ (MFN) clause, trade must be cou-
ducted on the basis ol non-diserimination: all contracting parties
are bound to grant to each other treatment as favourable as they
give to any couniry in the application and administration of
import and export duties and charges. Exceptions—principaily
for customs unions and [ree-trade areas und {or measures in
favour of and among developing countries {see Tokyo Round
‘framework’ agreements, below)—are granted only subject to
strict rules.

Second, protection should be given to domestic industry essen-
tially through the customs tarift. The aim of this rule is to make
the extent of protection ciear and to make competition possible.

Third, a stable and predictable basis for trade is provided by
the binding of the tariff levels negotiated among the contracting
parties. These bound items are listed {or each country in tariff
schedules which form an integral part of the General Agreement.
A return to higher tariffs is discouraged by the requirement that
any increases are compensated for; consequently this provision is
seldom invoked. .

Consultation, to avoid damage to the trading interests of con-
tracting parties; is another fundamental principle of GATT. Mem-
bers are able to call on GATT for a fair settlement of cases in

" which they think their rights under the General Agreement are
being withheld or compromised by other members.

There are ‘waiver’ procedures whereby a country may, when
its economic or trade circumstances so warrant, seek a derogation
from a particular GATT obligation or obligations. There ace also
escape provisions for emergency action against imports in certain
defined circumstances. :

The trade problems of developing countries veceive special
attention in GATT. In 1965 a new chapter on Trade and Develop-
ment was added to the General Agreement; a key provision is that
developing countries should not be expected to offer reciprocity
n negotiations with developed countries. GATT members have
also relaxed the MFN rule to accommodate the Generalized System
of Preferences by developed for developing countries and to allow
an exchange of preferential tariff reductions among developing
countries. (See UNCTAD.) .

Pinally, GATT offers a framework within which negotiations
are held for the reduction of tariffs and other barriers {o trade
and a structure for putiing the resuits of such negotiations into a
-legal instrument. - -

Activities
Much of GATT’s regular work consists of consultations and nego-
tiations on specific trade problems affecting individual commodi-
ties or member countries.

Major multilateral trade negotiations take place under GATT
auspices. There have been eight rounds of such negotiations: in

1947 (Geneva), in 1949 (Annecy, France). 1951 (Torquay, Eng-

land), 1956 (Geneva), 1960-61 {(the Dillon Round), 1964-67 (the

t\Kennedy Round), 1973-79 (the Tokyo Round), and 1986-94 (the
Uruguay Round).

At the end of the Tukyo Round in late 1979 agreements were
reached covering: an improved legal framework for the conduct
of world trade (which includes recognition of tariff and non-tariff
treatment in favour of and among developing countries as a
permanent legal feature of the world trading system); non-tariff
measures (subsidies and countervailing duties; technical barriers
to trade; government procurement; customs valuation; import
licensing procedures; and a revision of the 1867 GATT anti-
dumping code); bovine meat; dairy products; tropical products;
and an agreement on free trade in civil aireraft. The agreements
contain provisions for special and more {avourable treatment for
developing countries. ‘

The 99 participating countries also agreed to reduce tariffs on
thousands of industrial and agricultural products, for the most
part by annual reductions over a period of seven years from L
January 1980. By the beginning of 1987 ail contracting parties
had implemented the final tariff cuts negotiated in the Tokyo
Round: cuts worth some US $300,000m. had reduced the average
i_evel of industrial tariffs in the developed countries by 34% (from
7.0% to 4.7%).

. The agreements providing an improved framework for the con-
duct of world trade took effect in November 1979. The other
agreements took effect on | January 1980, except-for those
covering governuent procurement and custors valuation, which
took effect on 1 January 1981, and the concessions on tropical
products which began as early as 1977. Committees were estab-
lished to superyvise implementation of the agreements.

. Aconsiderable proportion of world trade in textiles and clothing
is carried out by the 40 signatories participating in the Arrange-
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ment Regarding International Trade in Textiles (Multi-fibre
Arrangement—MFA), which entered into force in January 1974
under GATT auspices, for a period of four years. (The European
Community (EC), restructured from 1 November 1893 as the
European Union (EU), counts as vne signatory.) The aim of the
MFA was to allow the major importers (the USA, Japan and the
EC) to renrganize their textile industries in response to low-cost
production by developing countries. Under the Arrangement, all
fibres, fabrics and garmeats are divided into categories, and within
each category bilateral agreements are negotiated between sup-
pliers and importers for every product that is likely to cause
disruption in the importer's domestic textile industry. The MFA
was extended for four years in December 1977, and for a further
four years and seven months in December 1981. Although many
developing countries demanded that the MFA should be abolished
and that trade in textilés should be covered by normal GATT
procedures, the Arrangement was extended with effect from 1
August 19886, for five vears. [n July 1991 the MFA was extended
for a further 17 months, until the end of 1992, in the expectation
that the results of the Uruguay Round would come into effect
immediately afterwards. As the Uruguay Round had not been
completed by December 1992, the MFA was then extended by
another 12 months, until 31 December 1993 (see below). ;

" During 1985 and 1986 preparations were made for a new round
of muitilateral trade negotiations. The Uruguay Round began at
Punta del Este. Uruguay, in September 1986 and was initially
expected 0 .be comupleted within four years. Negotiations were
conducted by 15 groups, considering trade in goods: tariffs; non-
tariff measures; tropical products; products based on natural
resources (particularly fish, forestry products, non-ferrous metals
and minerals): textiles and clothing; agriculture; GATT articles (a
review of existing GATT provisions); safeguards; improvement ot
expansion of Tokyo Round agreements; subsidies and
countervailing measures; the settiement of disputes; trade-related
aspects of protection for intellectual property, including trade in
counterfeit goods; trade-related investment measures; financial

-services; and .the functioning of the GATT system. A separate

group, supervised by GATT but outside its legal framework, dis-
cussing trade. in services (such as tourism, banking and
insurance—areas not previously covered by GATT), was to estab-
lish principles’and rules for this trade, including the elaboration
of possible disciplines for individual service sectors.

During 1990 the progress of negotiations was impeded by serious
disagreements, -particularly in the following areas: the alleged
abuse of ‘anti-dumping’ measures (measures intended to prevent

_the export of products at lower prices than those at which they

are sold within the exporting country) to protect the importing
countries’ domestic indusiries, in contravention of GATT rules;
the liberalization of agricuitural trade, with the USA and the
‘Cairns Group’ of agricultural exporters demanding the elimin-
ation by the EC of subsidies granted to agricultural exporters
and of restrictions on agricultural imports; and the progressive
dissolution of the MFA. [n December 1990 ministers of trade met
with the aim of concluding the Uruguay Round. Progress was
made in many areas, including financial services, textiles and the
‘anti-dumping’ code. An agreement was reached to reduce tariffs
over a five-year period after the Uruguay Round was concluded.
However, the continuing disagreement over agricultural subsidies
led to a decision that the Round should be prolonged into 1991.
In February 1991 participants agreed to restart the trade talks.
[n late December GATT's Director-General submitted a *draft final
act’ on the issues being negotiated under the Uruguay Round,
including proposals designed to resolve the dispute over agricul-
tural subsidies. In January 1992 the EC rejected the draft accord,
on the grounds that, if implemented, it would interfere with its

" common agricultural policy (CAP), and a new deadline for the

conclusion of the negotiations was set for mid-April. No agreement
on agricultural subsidies was reached by that date, however. In
September a further dispute between the EC and the USA arose:
the USA sought the establishment of a GATT panel to adjudicate
on the amount of compensation to be paid by the EC to states that
had lost trade as a result of the EC’s subsidization of oil-seed
producers. GATT panels had already declared in favour of the
USA in January 1990 and March 1992, but the EC had refused to
act on their declarations. The oil-seed issue was not formally part
of the Uruguay Round, but became central to the USA’s negotiating
position, particularly since it illustrated the insufficiency of
GATT’s powers to resolve international trade disputes (GATT was
not able to enforce its recommendation to the EC that it should
‘act expeditiously’ to eliminate the damage being done to us
farmers). In November, meeting at Blair House in Washington,
DC, negotiators from the EC and the USA finally concluded an
agreement on agriculture, whereby the EC was to reduce pro-
duction of oil-seeds, and both the volume and value of its subsid-
ized exports of farm products by 21% (see EU, p. 154). The
agreement was strongly opposed by France, which threatened to
veto it, demanding reciprocal concessions from the USA. Following
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the agreement between the EC and the USA, negotiations 1o
conclude the Uruguay Round were resumed: the other countries
involved in the negotiations had still to endorse the bilateral
accord on agriculture, and many other issues remained to be
resolved.

A meeting of the Trade Negotiations Committee in December
1992 failed to agree a timetable for concluding the talks, but
recognized the urgency to meet the 1 March 1993 deadline, after
which US negotiators would no longer have the authority to
approve binding decisions on behalf of the US Congress. in May
1693 an extension-to this mandate was secured until 15 December,
which was then accepted by all parties as the target deadline
for concluding the Uruguay Round. Negotiations continued to be
disrupted by disputes, however, and in June 1993 the GATT
Council of Representatives established dispute panels to adjudi-
cate on EC complaints against US-imposed steel duties, and to test
the EC import procedures regarding bananas after complaints
of discrimination by Latin American producers. At a summit
conference of the Group of Seven, held in Tokyo in July, a frame-
work agreement on tariff reductions was reached by the USA, the
EC, Canada and Japan, which was viewed as 2 breakthrough
towards a successful conciusion of the Round. In September the
Round was again placed in jeopardy by continued French oppo-
sition to the Blair House agreement, with France demanding a
slower pace for the reduction in subsidized EC agriculitural exports
than that envisaged in the agreement. The Round was successfully
concluded on 15 December 1993, having been preceded by inten-
sive last-minute negotiations. The Final Act included the following
agreements: tariff reductions of 36% on industrial products; the
elimination of all tariff and non-tariff barriers by principal traders
in pharmaceuticals, steel, beer, spirits, furniture, wood, paper,
toys and medical and construction equipment; a reduction of
import barriers, which were to become tariff barriers only, on
agricultural products, by 36% for developed countries and 24%
for developing countries over a period of six and 10 years respect-
jvely; a reduction of subsidized agricultural exports by 36% in
value and 21% in volume; the elimination of MFA quotas over 10
years; and the fermulation of 2 set of rules concerning the protec-
tion of intellectual property. The Final Act also provided for the
establishment of a World Trade Organization (WTQ), which was
to supersede GATT in 1995, The WTQO was to be a permanent
structure to oversee international trade procedures and to facili-
tate the settlement of trade disputes between its member states.
In accordance with a bilateral agreement concluded by the USA
and EU in early December 1993, certain provisions were excluded
from the Final Act, including access to the audiovisual sector,
and provisions relating to civil aviation, maritime transport and
financial services.

In March 1994 US trade negotiators advocated that a ministerial
declaration, which was to be signed in April during the conclusion
of the trade negotiations, refer to the incorporation of inter-
nationally recognized labour standards, as an integral concern of
trading nations, into the framework of the WTQ. The US proposal
was strongly opposed by developing countries, which considered
it 10 be a potential form of trade discrimination, and threatened
to disrupt the schedule to approve the Final Act. In early April
the USA agreed that the issue be inciuded in WTQ's agenda
but not in any formal declaration. A further threat to the final

conclusion of the Round was eliminated in early April when
EU ministers of commerce and industry drew up a compromise
agreement on an internal dispute relating to quotas on imports of
bananas. On 15 April the Final Act of the Uruguay Round was
signed in Marrakesh, Morocco, by 111 of the 125 participants in the
Round. A separate accord (the Marrakesh Agreement), establishing
the WTO, wassigned by 104 GATT contracting parties.

Following the conclusion of the Uruguay Round, GATT's priority
concerns were ensuring ratification of the trade accords by
national legislatures, in particular those of the USA, Japan and
the EU, and pursuing negotiations to expand GATT's multinational
trading system. By late December 1994 71 countries had ratified
the Marrakesh Agreement. The US Congress ratified the agreement
earlier that month, following the addition of a clause permitting
withdrawa) from the WTO if it ruled against the USA in.three
trade disputes. On 8 December GATT's implementation conference
confirmed that the WTO was to come into effect on 1 January 1995.

During 1994 efforts to enlarge GATT concentrated on nego-
tiating the resumption of the People’s Republic of China’s member-
ship of GATT and its involvement as a founder member of the
WTO, and extending membership to 22 countries, including Russia
and Taiwan. At the end of May the US Government renewed
MFN status for the People’s Republic of China (PRC), which
subsequently removed import licences and quotas on 185 items,
in order to facilitate its re-entry into the GATT system. By late
1994 negotiations between GATT and the PRC had failed to reach
an agreement on the conditions for the latter’s resumption of
membership, including whether its status be defined as that of 2
developed or developing country. .
